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ABSTRACT

It is the aim of this study to give a complete list of all the reviews, essays and books written
by F. R. Leavis, one of the leading members of the editorial board of the periodical
Scrutiny and perhaps the most controversial literary critic of this century. The bibliogra-
phical items have been arranged in a chronological order. A brief commentary on them has
been included when it has seemed necessary to do so, above all in the light of the frequent
textual changes Leavis undertook when he had to reprint some of his essays in book form.
If the original sources are out of print or difficult to obtain, references to books where the
items are reprinted are also made throughout this essay.

Nacido en Cambridge, ciudad a la que estuvo muy vinculado y en la que residié
durante la mayor parte de su vida, Frank Raymond Leavis (1895-1978) ha sido uno de
los criticos literarios mas controvertidos e influyentes del siglo XX. Tras graduarse en
Historia y Literatura Inglesa a principios de los afios veinte escribio una tesis doctoral
sobre la relacién entre el periodismo literario y la sociedad del siglo XVIII, prestando
especial atencioén a The Spectator. Este estudio pormenorizado le hizo ver el modo
en el que el espiritu de una publicacién periédica puede al mismo tiempo reflejar y
moldear las aspiraciones culturales de un piblico cultivado. Afios més tarde, Leavis,
junto con figuras de la talla de L. C. Knights y D. W. Harding, seria uno de los im-
pulsores de la prestigiosa revista Scrutiny (1932-53), muchos de cuyos articulos han
sido de importancia capital para la definicién del canon de la literatura inglesa. La
critica de Leavis combina unas grandes dotes para el andlisis textual con una pre-
ocupacién intensa por la relacién entre literatura y la sociedad en la que ésta se
produce. De ahi’ la importancia concedida al estudio del contexto social y moral de la
literatura: el deber de un escritor es, en todo momento, el de salvaguardar la pureza
o (usando un término muy leavisiano) "salud" del lenguaje, lo cual equivale a
perpetuar los valores humanos sobre los que una sociedad se sustenta.

El presente articulo es la primera relacion bibliogréfica exhaustiva de todos los
escritos criticos de Leavis.! Con anterioridad, tan s6lo habfan sido publicados el libro
de D. F. McKenzie y M. P. Allum F. R. Leavis: A Check List 1924-1964 y el articulo
de William Baker "F. R. Leavis, 1965-1979, and Q. D. Leavis, 1922-1979: A Bibliog-
raphy of Writings By and About Them," los cuales abarcaban aspectos parciales de
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la obra de Leavis. Aunque ambos trabajos pretenden ser complementarios, la verdad
es que hay nueve articulos que no se hallan en ninguno de ellos (concretamente, los
ndmeros 21, 25, 30, 31, 33, 182, 282, 285 y 296 de la presente relacién bibliogréfica).
Ademas, el libro de McKenzie y Allum no respeta a veces el orden cronoldgico de
aparicién de libros y articulos, ddndose casos como el del volumen Revaluation (1936),
el cual estd registrado con anterioridad a alguno de los articulos publicados separada-
mente y que con posterioridad pasaron a formar parte del libro. Por lo que respecta
al articulo de Baker, éste se halla plagado de errores. Estos no sélo se reducen a las
consabidas erratas de imprenta, sino que también pueden detectarse frecuentes -y
graves- errores en la cronologfa, la paginacién de los articulos mencionados, las
fuentes (asi, por ejemplo, se cita un articulo como aparecido en The Critical Quarterly
o en The Times Literary Supplement cuando en realidad el articulo se encuentra en
The Cambridge Quarterly o en The Times Higher Education Supplement) o, incluso, se
mencionan articulos inexistentes.

En lo referente a los criterios de la presente bibliografia, se ha pretendido en
todo momento proporcionar la relacién de los escritos de Leavis en orden cronolégico
de publicacién. No se han incluido las reediciones de libros (a menos que se trate de
ediciones revisadas que presentan cambios sustanciales en el texto) ni las traducciones
a otros idiomas. Cuando se trata de un caso como el de Leavis, cuyos escritos se
siguen reeditando continuamente y que han sido traducidos a idiomas tan dispares
como el finés, japonés o sueco, la cantidad de datos disponibles seria tal que se
necesitarfa un grueso volumen para poder recopilarlos todos.

Por lo que a los articulos se refiere, tras indicar la referencia bibliografica
correspondiente, se menciona después si Leavis los incluyd posteriormente en algunos
de sus libros y la paginacién que tienen en los mencionados voliimenes. Del mismo
modo, se indica también si existen cambios textuales en la reedicién de dichos
artfculos. Resulta sorprendente que los trabajos de McKenzie y Allum y Baker no
comenten en absoluto la existencia de cambios textuales, dado el elevado nimerc de
casos en los que Leavis reelaboré un articulo antes de incluirlo de nuevo en alguna
antologia de sus escritos. En algunos casos se proporcionan referencias bibliograficas
en libros editados por otros autores, especialmente si el articulo de Leavis citado no
fue incluido por éste en sus libros. Con la excepcién de la recopilacién de Eric Bentley
The Importance of Scrutiny,” no se mencionan otras antologias donde puedan
localizarse escritos de Leavis ya que se dan casos como el del célebre articulo "The
Irony of Swift," el cual ha sido reeditado una y otra vez en gran cantidad de an-
tologias, con lo cual la labor de recopilacién de datos se hubiera incrementado de
manera considerable. Las fuentes que se citan son en todo momento las de mds facil
localizacion para el lector interesado. Casos como el del articulo sobre Swift abundan
en la obra de Leavis y también ha habido varias ocasiones en las que éste se negd
repetidamente a que algiin articulo suyo apareciera en antologfas: quizds el caso mds
conocido sea el de su controvertido ensayo sobre Hard Times. La reiterada negativa
de Leavis y la consiguiente consternacién de los editores aparecen reflejadas en, al
menos, tres de las més conocidas antologias de ensayos sobre la obra de Dickens.

Por dltimo, debemos resefiar que, a efectos de paginacion de los libros
mencionados, siempre se ha utilizado la primera edicién de los textos de Leavis,
excepto en los casos que se detallan a continuacién:
